CMSA Program

It is time for another newsletter and to let you know how our teams are performing. The majority of our teams
are off to a great start. The seeding rounds are almost over and most teams are getting ready for the playoff
round in June.

8 teams are or finished in 1st place, 8 teams are or finished in 2nd place, 5 teams are or finished in 3rd place,
4 teams are or finished in 4th place and only 6 teams are currently lower than 4th place.

That is a dramatic improvement from indoor season. We wish all of our teams success for the remainder of
their season.

GU10A — Fury — finished in 2™ place in Tier A.

GU10C - Lynx and Valencia— both teams qualified for Division 1 in Tier C by finishing 1st & 2nd respectively
in the seeding round with Valencia finishing 3" and Lynx finishing 7" in the play off round.

GU12 Tier 5 — Vasco — finished 1st in the seeding round and moved to Tier 4. They are currently in 5" place in
the play off round.

GU12 Tier 6 — Thunder — finished 2nd in the seeding round and qualified for Division 1 in Tier 6. They are
currently in 4™ place.

GU14 Tier 3/4 - Bafana Bafana are in 2™ spot in their seeding round and will make it to Tier 3. They are
currently in 1* place in Tier 3-B. Sparta will finish in 4" spot and qualify for Tier 4. They are currently in 4"
place.

GU14 Tier 6 — Revolution — currently in 2nd place after 7 games.

GéJl6 Tier 3/4 - Bayern — finished 3" in their seeding round and qualified for Tier 3. They are in Tier 3-B and in
3" place.

GU16 Tier 5 — Tottenham — qualified or Tier 5 and are in 5" place.
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BU10A — Palmeiras — are in 2™ spot Tier A.

BU10B — Arsenal & Sampdoria — finished 4th and 2nd in their respective divisions in the seeding round.
Sampdoria is in Division 1 & Arsenal are in Division 2 in the 2nd round.

BU10C — Ajax, Americas, Kickers, United, Galaxy — United & Ajax
finished 1st & 2nd, Kickers & Americas finished 4th, Galaxy finished 8th.
United & Ajax qualified for Division 1, Kickers & Americas qualified for
Division 2, Galaxy is in play in Division 4.

BU12 Tier 1 — Inter —is in 6" place in Tier 1.

BU12 Tier 2 — Colo Colo — is in 10th place in Tier 2. There are 15 teams
in the division.

BU12 Tier 5 — Milan — finished 1st in the seeding round and qualified for
Tier ICC-A in the playoff round. They are in 4" place currently.

BU12 Tier 6 — Cosmos & Porto — finished 1st & 2nd respectively in the
seeding round. Both teams %ualified for Division 1 in the playoff round
and are currently in 1* and 3" place.

BU14 Tier 1 — Santos — currently in 7" place in Tier 1 after 9 games.

BU14 Tier 2/3 — Newcastle — currently last in the seeding round after 5
games.

BU14 Tier % - Newcastle qualified for Tier 3 and Olympiakos — finished
tied for 2nd place in the seeding round and also qualified for Tier 3
playoff round.

BU14 Tier 5 — Athletico — finished tied for 4th place in the seeding
round. Qualified for Tier ICC-C/D playoff round and currently in first place after 9 games.

BU14 Tier 6 — Gremio — currently in 1* place after 11 games.

BU16 Tier 2/3 — Real Madrid — qualified for Tier 3.

BU16 Tier 5 — Botafogo — finished 1st in the seeding round and currently in 7" place in Round 2.
BU18 Tier 2/3 — Torino — qualified for Tier 3 and currently in 5" place after 2 games.

For those that finish this weekend, have a
great summer and see you in the Fall for indoor!

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CMSA Program (U6 to U18)

Players can register with CWSC for the city-wide Calgary Minor Soccer Association (CMSA) League. The
Calgary West Soccer Club will endeavor to place players at the appropriate level of play based on the number
of players and conventional pyramid concepts as well as technical assessment and prior knowledge of player
skills.

The CMSA program features:

e Season starts early October and goes until early to mid March, depending on level of play as
per CMSA schedules with weekly games.

e Try Outs balancing independent and team coach evaluations with each player participating in
2 sessions (early September)

e U6 and U8 teams will have 1 hour practices. U10-U18 teams will have 1.5 hour time slots.
e U6 teams are mixed.
e U8 teams can be boys, girls or mixed. Please indicate your preference at time of registration.

e Team support from a Head Coach to ensure as much support as possible for team coaches
and to directly impact on team learning and performance during the season.

e Intensive BFUT continuous education Coaching Development courses in the pre-season
(Sept 30-Oct 2) and October 3-7.

e Academy Tier 1-3 at extra cost with our Head Coaches (15 sessions of 1.5 hours each)
Dates are: Sundays, Oct 17, 24, Nov 7, 14, 21, 28, Dec 5, 12, Jan 9, 16, 23, 30, Feb 6, 13,
27. Academy sessions are held at the Sawmills Family Recreation Centre, Cochrane. Goalie
academy dates will be confirmed. Cheques for Academy must be handed in prior to or at the
first training session.

e Teams in Tier 3/4 seeding can choose to opt out of Academy if they expect to be Tier 4.

e Optional Academy for Tier 4-6 teams at extra cost with our Head Coaches (15 sessions of
1.5 hours each).

e Teams coached by Club Head Coaches must pay Head Coach Fees

e Training t-shirt and socks included in fees. CWSC shorts can be purchased at extra cost from
KICKS. Any new players to the Club must purchase CWSC shorts.

e High quality ADIDAS Club Wear available at Kicks Sporting Goods.

League Format

The same league Format as indoor 2009/10 will be used, with the designations of Tiers 1 through 6.

Try Outs and Team Formation Dates

e  First try out will be September 8, 9, 10, and 11™ at the Ranchlands DQ fields (outdoors).
Please wear outdoor soccer cleats. Don’t forget the shin guards!

e  Second try out will be September 13, 14, 15 at the West Soccer Centre. Please wear indoor
soccer shoes and shin guards.

e  Teams formed by September 19.
e Teams can practice outdoors the week of September 20.
e Coach Meeting and equipment hand out Thursday, Sept. 23
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e Team Manager meeting Wednesday October 13

e Gym permits start (most) the week of Sept 27". Teams may start practicing indoors as
per their assigned permit.

Teams that choose to have 2 practices a week must pay the additional gym rental costs on top of
their registration fees. (Approx $121 per player).

CMSA U10 Tier A and U12-U16 Tier 1-3 teams have mandatory Academy fees.
CMSA U18 Tier 1-3 teams may opt out of Academy.

U12-U16 Teams in Tier 3/4 seeding may choose not to participate if they expect to be in Tier 4 in
the playoff round.

Teams with Club Head Coaches as their Team Coaches have to pay Head Coach fees. If they
are a Tier 1-3 team, they may opt out of Academy but must agree to have 2 practices per week
and pay the extra cost of the practice facility.

Tier 1 players:

Please note, players wishing to play at the Tier 1 level should make note of the above costs
before indicating their desire to try out for Tier 1 teams. For example, a Tier 1 player with a
Head Coach as the team coach will be paying registration fees (390) plus head coach fees
(180), and may also participate in Academy (285), and have an extra practice per week (120)
for a total of $975. If the team opts out of Academy (only those teams with a Head Coach as
team coach may opt out), it will have the extra practice facility cost (approx 120) plus
registration fees (390) plus head Coach fees (180) for a total of 690. A Tier 1 player without
Head Coach as team coach will be paying registration fees (390), academy fees (285) and if
the team chooses to have an additional practice per week (120) total player fees will be
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approximately $795.

Tier 1 players should expect to commit to 2 practices a week, 1 academy per week, 1 game
per week, 1-2 tournaments per season, and 15-18 games as per the CMSA game schedule
plus post season play.

Registration for the CMSA program runs from June 25 to August 15th 2010. A late fee of
$25 per registration will be applied to registrations after July 31 and placement will not be
guaranteed.

Try Out and Team Formation Protocol — CMSA League (U10-U18)
Note no try outs for U6 or U8.

Try outs will be conducted for the CMSA U10 to U18 players. Team formation is completed twice annually in
March-April and September-October. Team formation will be based on:

e  Try out evaluations

e Ongoing assessment at the level of play in which players compete.

e  Team/Coach Player/Team Evaluations

Players who have registered but who have not paid for, or made alternate arrangements to pay, their
registration fees and/or their community membership will not be allowed to try out.

Try Out Protocol
Principles

Five main principles underpin the Try Out and Team Formation format:
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1. The need for unbiased evaluations for all players

2. The need for coach input into the evaluation process — coaches are very familiar with player skills,
attitudes and experience and want to be involved in selecting the players they coach.

3. The need for sufficient quantity of evaluations — the number of evaluators will be increased.

4. The need for a variety of skills sets evaluated - players will be evaluated on a combination of both
technical skills and tactical ability. The execution of technical skills will be evaluated under pressure, in game
situations.

5. The need for pre determined grouping of players — players will be pre-grouped for all sessions, rather
than randomly placed. First session placements will be based on Team/Player Evaluations, ongoing
assessment at the level of play in which players compete, and choice of level of play by the player at
registration. Second session groupings will be based on first session evaluation results.

The Try Out Format will balance all of the above principles to ensure fair assessments of player abilities.

Process
1. Team Coaches submit Team/Player Evaluations

2. Head Coach assesses players on ongoing basis at the level the player is playing
3. Head Coach groups players according to above assessments

4. Session 1 - Independent Evaluators assess players

5. Head Coach regroups players for Session 2

6.

Session 2 - Independent Evaluators and Age Group Coaches evaluate players and place players into
appropriate number of teams per age/gender group and by position.

7. Head Coach makes final team formation.
